WHAT THE WORD DOES
James 1:22-24

22 But be doers of the word, and not hearers only, deceiving yourselves. 23 For if anyone is a hearer of the word and not a doer, he is like a man observing his natural face in a mirror; 24 for he observes himself, goes away, and immediately forgets what kind of man he was.

1. Makes men wise.  Spiritual wise like worldly knowledge must be learned the scripture are for this.  



              




2 Timothy 3:15
15 “and that from childhood you have known the Holy Scriptures, which are able to make you wise for salvation through faith which is in Christ Jesus.” 
2. Saves the soul. 
Just as knowledge can save the body knowledge of God’s word can save the soul of man. 









James 1:21-23
21 Therefore lay aside all filthiness and overflow of wickedness, and receive with meekness the implanted word, which is able to save your souls. 22 But be doers of the word, and not hearers only, deceiving yourselves. 23 For if anyone is a hearer of the word and not a doer, he is like a man observing his natural face in a mirror;

3. It builds one up.  Just as a commitment to exercise will build up the body a commitment to study the word of God will build up the soul. 





Acts 20:32

4. Pierces and discerns. 
Just as God can see the right and wrong in a person the word of God let’s us see ourselves as God does. 





Hebrews 4:12-13
12 For the word of God is living and powerful, and sharper than any two-edged sword, piercing even to the division of soul and spirit, and of joints and marrow, and is a discerner of the thoughts and intents of the heart. 13 And there is no creature hidden from His sight, but all things are naked and open to the eyes of Him to whom we must give account.

5. Furnishes unto good works. The word of God inspires us to do good works!














2 Tim. 3:16-17
16 All Scripture is given by inspiration of God, and is profitable for doctrine, for reproof, for correction, for instruction in righteousness, 17 that the man of God may be complete, thoroughly equipped for every good work.
